mill. Every Wednesday, trash is 
gathered by haulers, and house-
keeping separates recyclable items 
from waste, which may take an 
entire day to sort. 

Last year, garbage services 
painted campus dumpsters green 
for recycled items and blue for 
waste to help students di$ erenti-
ate between dumpsters. 

Grounds supervisor Kent 
Wilson said that it’s not uncom-
mon for the public to dispose of 
electronics or other materials in 
campus dumpsters. Wilson once 
found six refrigerators next to a 
campus dumpster. He donated 
them to Goodwill.  

Wilson also remembers burn-
ing trash in a barrel as a normal 
practice and believes that recy-
cling is a habit that is taught. 

“It’s an attitude. Our generation 
is di$ erent.” Wilson said.  “For kids 
nowadays, it’s a part of who they 
are. % ey learn to recycle when 
they’re young.”

Garbage services sends cam-
pus waste of leaves and grass clip-
pings to the City of Sioux Falls to 
be shredded as mulch, which is 
used in a program that allows the 
public to take the materials to use 
in their own landscaping. % e fa-
cilities services also sells metal to 

TJN, a scrap-iron facility, where 
all pro" ts return to the grounds 
budget.  

“We all work in a partnership: 
garbage sta$ , janitorial sta$  and 
students themselves, helping each 
other.” Wilson said. 

Along with the various facili-
ties sta$  at Augustana, hall direc-
tors also see the habits of students 
" rsthand. 

Stavig Hall director Billy 
% omas has observed that stu-
dents will gain knowledge of their 
disposal habits throughout their 
college experience. 

“Our students are very con-
scious of the environment and 
what they can do to be green,” 
% omas said.  

Tuve Hall director Angela Nolz 
said that members of the Student 
Union from South Dakota State 
University (SDSU) recently vis-
ited the Augustana campus and 
viewed the recycling program as 
a success. 

Nolz, who’s earning her Mas-
ters from SDSU, said that the 
SDSU Student Union has strug-
gled to gain student motivation 
in starting a consistent recycling 
program.  

“It’s easy to be lazy about recy-
cling,” Nolz said. She also believes 
that if a challenge was created 
among the residence halls to con-

serve water, produce less trash or 
electricity, this could encourage 
those who are less inclined in re-
cycling to participate in a proac-
tive stance toward becoming envi-
ronmentally friendly.

Freshman Sarah Zokaites has 
observed more wasteful than help-
ful habits on campus. “I don’t live 
in a dorm, but most people I know 
are rather wasteful.” 

While goals of reaching lower 
waste and higher recycle levels are 
iminent among many students, 
% omas believes that the college 
experience will ultimately contrib-
ute to how students discover their 
role a1 er graduating. 

“Part of being in college is tak-
ing knowledge and forming your 
own ideas about what’s right and 
wrong and how you can do your 
part as a human being and a stu-
dent,” % omas said.
