largest departments on cam-
pus.  It has several subdivisions, 
including special education, el-
ementary education, secondary 
education, all-grade education 
and education for the deaf.  Of-
ten, these majors will have cross-
over among students specializing 
in multiple areas.  

But no matter what their spe-
cialization, these future teachers 
will be entering a world in which 
many of their students may not 
know English or American cul-
ture.  

Language and cultural 
boundaries like that can make it 
di%  cult for instructors to create 
relationships with their students, 
an important part of the teaching 
process, according to Spanish 
professor Sam Ogdie.

“I think part of teaching is just 
to know your students,” Ogdie 
said.  “A lot of teachers, because 
they have so many Hispanics in 
their classrooms now, just feel an 
obligation to learn the language.”

In some schools and cities, up 
to half of all students speak Span-
ish as their native language, Og-
die said.  Knowing the language 
and culture of those students 

goes a long way toward com-
municating in developing those 
relationships, he said.

“If a teacher can speak some 
Spanish, I think just the fact that 
they try to speak some Spanish to 
their students that have a prob-
lem with English, that shows that 
they care about their students,” 
Ogdie said.  

Augustana’s education profes-
sors will work to help their stu-
dents prepare for teaching His-
panic students.

“We highly recommend that 
our education majors get at least 
one or two semesters of Spanish,” 
Ashworth said.

While one or two semesters 
does not guarantee a high level 
of ! uency in Spanish, a small 
amount helps to build the stu-
dent-teacher relationship.

Jessa Menning, a junior edu-
cation major, took Intro to Span-
ish I and II for her general educa-
tion requirements.  Although she 
has yet to expand that education 
further, what she knows has gone 
a long way in her work at Whit-
tier Middle School’s a$ er-school 
program, which typically has 
many Spanish-speakers.  

Menning said she has de-

veloped a di# erent kind of rela-
tionship with the children there 
than she would have had she not 
known any Spanish.

“I think they respect me more 
because I’ve gone above and be-
yond to try and do something to 
relate to them,” Menning said.

Currently, the Augustana 
education department encour-
ages, but does not require majors 
to take Spanish classes beyond 
the requirements in the Augus-
tana Plan.  Apart from educa-
tion majors who are hoping to 
teach a foreign language, there 
are very few who learn a second 
language.

“We don’t have a whole lot of 
education majors that also major 
in Spanish,” Ogdie said.  “To get 
all the education classes in, to get 
all the history classes in, and also 
the Spanish, it’s hard to get it all 
in four years.”

However, learning a sec-
ond language can bene" t future 
teachers looking to get a job in an 
ever more diverse and competi-
tive teaching world.

“It’s a di%  cult thing, but it’s 
de" nitely doable,” Ogdie said.  
“And it’s one of these things that 
enhances your whole life.”

“I’m optimistic he’s going to 
sign it,” he said. “Gov. Rounds 
has been quiet, and the only real 
public statement he’s made at 
this point is that he hates sec-
ondhand smoke and dislikes be-
ing around cigarette smoke.”

& e previous times the bill 
has been submitted for consid-
eration, the governor has spoken 
freely about the negative impacts 
that may occur. 

Biology major sophomore Ja-
cob Anderson believes the state 
is moving in the right direction.

“It shows our state is progres-
sive in some areas,” Anderson 
said. “I think there’s such a small 
percentage of smokers here at 
Augie that most should be for 
it or just happy they won’t be 
around the smoke anymore.”

& e main concern over the 
bill is not the e# ects of cigarette 
smoke, but whether or not the 
state will lose revenue due to the 
number of establishments that 
permit smoking. 

“& ere are some worried 

about revenues from di# erent 
sources and taxes dropping, but 
I’m not convinced that’s going 
to happen,” Faehn said. “In the 
short term there could be some 
fallout, but in the long haul there 
will be suc-
cess. Even-
tually we 
will see the 
n o n s m o k -
ers showing 
up to places 
they wouldn’t 
normally go. 

W h i l e 
Gov. Rounds 
remains quiet about what he will 
do, there is consistent lobbying 
for him to sign. 

Anderson sent an email to 
Rounds’ o%  ce, urging the gover-
nor to act soon. He would rather 
have the governor act and have 
an opinion than let the bill be-
come legislation by default.

“Financially this will be the 
right thing to do and hopefully 
will reduce our health care ex-
penses,” Faehn said.

“We’ll have to wait and see,” 
Anderson said. “& is will be bet-
ter for the state overall.”
