(1) He’s Just Not That Into You
Usually when a movie has a cast so 

jam-packed with A-list stars, the plot 
(and the audience) su1 ers.  " at’s just not 
the case with He’s Just Not ! at Into You.  

First of all, the cast isn’t all A-listers, 
but it’s pretty close.  You’ve got Aniston, 
A#  eck, Barrymore, Connelly and Johans-
son, who would be enough to draw any 
audience, but director Ken Kwapis throws 
in graduating-from-the-B-list Bradley 
Cooper, Justin Long, Kevin Connolly and 
one more Jennifer: Goodwin, that is, and 
it’s Ginnifer with a “G.”

" e movie, adapted from the popular 
book by Greg Behrendt, who makes a 
cameo in the ! lm (a la Stephenie Meyer 
at the diner counter), follows the lives of 
beautiful people in all types of relation-
ships.  

While it is geared toward the female 
audience, as the ! lm’s title suggests, male 
viewers will enjoy relating their own per-
sonal my-crazy-girlfriend-did/said-this 
moments.  

Most of the ! lm is comedic (thanks to 
the “funny because it’s true” aspect), but 
there are poignant moments as well, es-
pecially the Aniston/A#  eck relationship.  
And while some of the cast falls short 
(Cooper plays yet another version of 
“Sack,” and Scarlett’s pretty much tapped 

the overtly-sexy temptress bit), the spot-
light should be on Ginnifer “don’t-spell-
my-name-with-a-‘J’” Goodwin, who is 
perfect in every way. (PH)

(2) T.I.’s Road to Redemption
In MTV’s latest foray into reality tele-

vision, rapper T.I. is brought into homes 
across America every Tuesday night with 
his Road to Redemption.  And thank God 
for it.  

" e half-hour-long series o1 ers an 
inside look at T.I. a.k.a. Cli1 ord Har-
ris’ remaining weeks before his one-year 
imprisonment for weapons charges be-
gins.  Along with T.I.’s behind-the-scenes, 
Real World confessional-style candor, the 
Grammy-winner attempts to intervene 
in the lives of young people and change 
them for the better.

In compliance with a deal made by his 
lawyers and the federal government, T.I. 
avoided a possible 30-year prison sentence 
by completing 1,000 hours of community 
service and staying on the straight-and-
narrow until his incarceration in March 
2009.  " at “straight-and-narrow” even 
includes an ankle monitor (think Shia in 
Disturbia), which the show depicts.  

Even the casual T.I. listener (those who 
only know his collaboration with Mr. 
SexyBack himself on “Dead and Gone”) 

will appreciate his honesty and willing-
ness to be open about his controversial 
past.  It’s a refreshing attitude considering 
the recent Chris Brown/Rihanna sitch.  

Road to Redemption can be summed 
up in T.I.’s own lyrics, “" at part of me le2  
yesterday/" e heart of me is strong today/
No regrets/I’m blessed to say the old me is 
dead and gone away.” (PH)

(3) Coraline in 3-D
" ough January fare in cinemas is of-

ten hardly magical, there is simply no ex-
planation for the bit of goodness that is 
Coraline.

" is 3-D surprise gem, from the likes 
of Tim Burton, among others, takes the 
story of an outsider-type girl looking for 
a more exciting living situation and cap-
tures it in stop-motion, 3-D glory.

" e title character is slightly curmud-
geonly in her rain slicker and sourpuss 
face, and when she discovers an alternate 
reality in which her parents turn from 
drab to doting, things seem all-too-per-
fect.

Boasting some impressive visuals and 
a quirky soundtrack, Coraline delivers 
some unlikely goods for January.
