
“! e average enrollment is high-
er for online courses,” Davis said.  
A main reason students choose to 
take online courses is convenience.  
Many students live out of state and 
these new additions will make sum-
mer credits much easier to attain.

! e online courses can be conve-
nient to teachers as well as students.  
! ere are some teachers who request 
to teach online courses instead of 
classes at the school. 

Business professor Shelly Gard-
ner volunteered to teach “Principles 
of Management” online this sum-
mer.  ! is is her fourth year teaching 
this course online.

Gardner feels that online courses 
are convenient to students and pro-
fessors when it comes to taking the 
courses wherever is easy for them.  
All the students and the professor 
need is a computer with access to 
the Internet.

“It can be hard to form a commu-
nity online,” Gardner said. Accord-
ing to Gardner, e-mails and instant 
messaging cannot replace meeting 
in person or form the same type of 
student-teacher relationship.

Gardner is trying to " x this as 
best she can, o# ering o$  ce hours 
where she will be available to talk to 
her students through Skype or with 
webcams.  Gardner said she hopes 
her method is as close to meeting in 
person as online courses can get.

Online courses are a convenience 
when it comes to location and be-

ing able to do the work on your own 
time, but Gardner stresses that it 
does not lessen the work load.  Gard-
ner’s online course will have writing 
assignments due every day.

“Online courses can be very 
time-consuming and possibly more 
di$  cult,” Gardner said.  

With increasing popularity, ad-
ditional professors have decided to 
o# er their classes on the Web.  Mar-
keting professor Jaciel Keltgen will 
be teaching her " rst online course 
this summer, “Principles of Market-
ing.”

Keltgen is looking forward to the 
new teaching style.  “It will be a great 
learning experience and I am excited 
to try out new things with the online 
course,” Keltgen said.

Keltgen will be trying a new study 
for her online course that she does 
not do for her semester classroom 
courses.  She believes the new " nal 
project will be a good " t for the on-
line course format.

Teaching an online course does 
present some di$  culties for the pro-

fessors.  “It is challenging to come up 
with ways to make students process 
and think without being in person,” 
Keltgen said.

Both Gardner and Keltgen feel 
you cannot replace the one-on-one 
attention students receive from a 
classroom setting.  “! ere are always 
better discussions in the classroom, 
and is better for student-teacher help 
to be in person,” Keltgen said.

Keltgen is still convinced that 
online courses are great for summer 
when students are occupied with 
work and travel.  “Online courses 
o# er a great second option for busy 
students,” she said. 

Registration for the online cours-
es started April 6, with students be-
ing able to register online or by " ll-
ing out a registration form available 
at the registrar’s o$  ce.  

Registration ends on the " rst day 
the class meets, either June 8 for " rst 
term or July 6 for second term.
