(3) “All in My Head” by Nick Lachey
Admit it: You forgot about Nick 

Lachey.  Go on, admit it.  Known for his 
up-tempo teen beats, Lachey isn’t break-
ing any molds with “All in My Head,” the 
! rst single from his third solo album.  But 
at least he’s back on your radar.  Or maybe 
he’s just now on your radar for the ! rst 
time.  Whatever. He’s got a new single.

$ ough he’s not taking any risks with 
this song, that doesn’t mean it’s bad.  Con-
tinuing on the same track as his previous 
album, “All in My Head” sounds like the 

same ol’ Lachey: his wailing voice laced 
over attention-grabbing (and keeping) 
beats.  

And while multiple songs on Lachey’s 
previous album were clearly concocted 
with ex-Newlywed Jessica “Romo, Romo, 
like, where for art thou, Romo” Simp-
son, perhaps this new album is a step in 
current love Vanessa Minnillo’s direc-
tion: “She says, she says, says she wants 
to marry me…” Although, technically it’s 
a break-up song because a line later he 
mourns, “$ at’s just not reality, it’s over, 
it’s over…”  

Well, at least now you know Nick 
Lachey released a new single.  And also 
that maybe his relationships are still po-
tentially not going great.

(4) Troubadour by K’naan
Rising Somali hip-hopster K’naan has 

busted onto the U.S. scene with his latest 
e# ort, Troubadour.

Boasting a broad range of styles and 
in" uences, K’naan’s newest album draws 
from his early childhood, living in Soma-
lia during the nation’s violent civil war.

“Bang Bang” is an upbeat ode to the 
painful and (! guratively?) violent na-
ture of love.  $ e song features Maroon 
5 lead singer Adam Levine, and draws on 
authentic Somali sounds.  K’naan’s vocal 
whine and dragging, just-behind timing 

give the song a lacksadaisical vibe that to-
tally works.

“Dreamer,” recently featured on NPR’s 
“All Songs Considered,” and “Wavin’ 
Flag” herald in more of K’naan’s feelings 
about politics in both Africa and North 
America.

“TIA” (a.k.a. $ is is Africa) is another 
highlight of Troubadour.  In this song, 
and throughout the record, K’naan makes 
jabs at American hip-hop singers and rap-
pers.  $ e obsession with bling and street 
cred hardly matters when a violent war is 
erupting in your home country.

K’naan is a revelation, combining rap, 
hip hop, pop elements and a tinge of rock 
for an end-product that both excites and 
teaches.  (LT)
