weren’t enough, the Jonas Brothers are 
now even more accessible with their new 
television show JONAS.  Airing Saturdays 
at 7 p.m., on the Disney Channel, JONAS 
follows the lives of Kevin, Joe and Nick Jo-
nas as they play it cool at school while si-
multaneously being the hottest rock band 
on the planet.  Or something like that.  

Episode one, “% e Wrong Song,” 
doesn’t really lay out clearly what the 
premise of the show actually is.  So, it’s 
sort of like Hannah Montana.  Only the 
JoBros don’t take on false personas and 
wear silly wigs when they aren’t on stage.  
Although they do when they go out in-
cognito to an open mic night.  But they 
don’t when they are at school – prime fan-
girl territory.

(2) United States of Tara
Following a slew of hits (Weeds, ! e 

Tudors, Dexter, etc.) Showtime has added 
another successful and highly obscure 
show to its ranks.

United States of Tara follows subur-
ban mother and unemployed artist Tara 
(Toni Collette), who has recently decided 
to go o$  her medication and embrace her 
multiple personalities or “alters.”  Tara is 
joined in that cranium of hers by “Buck,” 
a Vietnam veteran with a penchant for 
drinking and womanizing, “T,” a 16-year-
old arcade-loving Lolita, and “Alice,” an 
anal retentive housewife.

% e series is buoyed by Collette’s stel-
lar performance(s), as well as the art-
fully written teleplays from Diablo Cody 
(Juno).

Rounding out the cast are Tara’s fam-
ily members, husband Max (John Cor-
bett), daughter Kate (Brie Larson), son 
Marshall (Keir Gilchrist) and sister Char-
maine (Rachel Getting Married’s Rosema-
rie DeWitt).

(3) Ghosts of Girlfriends Past
With Matthew McConaughey ro-

mantic comedies, what you see is what 
you get.  His latest e$ ort, Ghosts of Girl-
friends Past, however, doesn’t quite # t that 
mold.  % ere’s the usual girl meets guy, 
guy screws things up, girl leaves, guy real-
izes his wrongs, girl takes guy back, both 

live happily until the credits roll.  Ghosts 
of Girlfriends Past has all of that, but adds 
a supernatural twist and throws a wrench 
in the romcom universe.  And if McCo-
naughey thought that wrench was going 
to revitalize his previous slew of medioc-
rity, he should probably think about tak-
ing his shirt o$  again.

Riding shotgun with Matty is Jen-
nifer Garner, who stands there for two 
hours and looks pretty with her mouth 
open.  So, maybe not so pretty.  And this 
is where the movie fails.  It doesn’t spend 
enough time with Matt and Jen.  We don’t 
feel their chemistry, we don’t understand 
why she’s the one he’s # nally chucking his 
casual-sex-is-alright-alrighriiiight life-
style.  Instead, we get stuck with endless 
scenes going through past “loves” with 
McConaughey’s uncle-mentor Michael 
Douglas.  One shining spot, however, 
is Lacey Chabert.  Much of the comedy 
comes from her hyperactive, nearly-in-
sane bridezilla-ness.     

Ghosts of Girlfriends Past is what it’s ex-
pected to be.
